Hedge stretches for many metres so W3W unavailable.  Grid Ref: 134541

The Broom Hill Trust has taken advice form Suffolk Wildlife Trust regarding restoring the boundary hedge on the southern boundary of the wooded section of Broom Hill. As well as coppicing what remains of the original hedge we will need to plant approximately 120 hedging plants.

The 120 plants required should be a mixture of the following varieties:
Hawthorn, Blackthorn, Field Maple, Holly, Spindle, Purging Buckthorn, Hazel and Dogwood
